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Limericks all follow the same structure and pattern which sets them apart from other poetic forms and makes them easily identifiable.
1. Limericks consist of five lines arranged in one stanza.
2. The first line, second line, and fifth lines end in rhyming words.
3. The third and fourth lines must rhyme.
4. The Rhyme scheme is: AABBA
Examples: 
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Please write two limericks of your own
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The Smooth Operator

I had a phone meeting with Ted
Whom it turns out was ill in his bed.
He thought it was muted

And went on and pooted

To find he'd pushed "speaker” instead.
